Subject: Finding that Improvements to the Alex T. Duffy Fairgrounds Baseball 

Field Will Not Have a Significant Negative Impact on the Environment 

 

 

  The City has been awarded a $125,000 grant from the State and Municipal 

Facilities Program (SAM) for improvements to the Alex T. Duffy Fairgrounds Baseball 

Field through the efforts of Assemblywoman Addie Jenne.  SAM is administered by the 

Dormitory Authority of the State of New York (DASNY).   

 

The improvements will consist of clubhouse renovations, such as the 

replacement of fixtures in shower/restrooms, painting, exhaust fan installation, and 

lockers.  In addition to improvements to the shower rooms, the facility’s sound system 

and bleacher seating will be upgraded and replaced.  The improvement project is an 

Unlisted Action that requires review pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review 

Act (SEQRA). 

 

As the Council will note, the answer to Question 12b indicates that the site 

of the proposed action is located in an archeological sensitive area.  When completing the 

Short Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the project, the online EAF mapping 

tool on the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) website 

automatically checks this box “yes” to ensure that resources are identified in the initial 

screen of a project, and in some cases, to protect resources, such as archaeological sites 

where disclosing the exact location of the resource may be detrimental to the protection 

of the artifact.  Improvements to the baseball facility are mostly internal and would not 

disturb the soil in the improvement process. 

 

As the Council will also note, the answer to Question 15 indicates that the 

site contains an endangered or threatened species or an identified habitat of an 

endangered or threatened species.  The online EAF mapping tool also automatically 

checked this box “yes” due to the project’s proximity to the habitats of the Indiana Bat 

(Endangered) and the Northern Long-Eared Bat (Threatened).  However, the proposed 

project does not include the cutting or disturbance of any trees, so it will not reduce or 

degrade any habitat used by either species.     

 

 



Documentation that a SEQRA review has been completed must be 

submitted to DASNY as part of the grant application process.  The proposed project is an 

Unlisted Action, allowing the use of a Short EAF.  Part 1 of the form has been completed 

for the Council’s use.  The Council must complete Part 2, and Part 3 if necessary.  The 

resolution prepared for City Council consideration states that the proposed improvements 

to the ball field will not have a significant negative impact on the environment.
